Local artist Rob Freimark toured Czechoslovakia 
in 1970 and was introduced to unique textile machinery 
called ART PROTIS, where the artist assembled the top 
layer of his work, which was then fused to a backing 
mechanically.  The freeing of Czechoslovakia in the 
Velvet Revolution caused this labor intensive process to 
be discontinued, so this may be your only chance to see 
tapestries using this technique. 

The third exhibit showcases  contemporary 
textile collages using film, photos, paper, fabric and 
acrylic paint, in works by artist Fran Skiles. 

Coming on April 17:  the opening of the 
American Tapestry Biennial 6, featuring contemporary 
hand woven tapestries.  This is a juried international 
show, with forty two tapestries woven by artists from 
thirteen different countries.  The opening reception will 
be held Saturday, April 28, from 2 to 5 pm. 

Another related event, on April 27th, a 5:30 
reception followed by a 7 pm lecture featuring Dr. Alice 
Frebiec, former textile curator from the Metropolitan 
Museum of Art: Tapestry in America.  This is a free 
event. 

We are so fortunate to have the museum.  Enjoy 
all it has to offer.

Most people were pretty happy with their work.  
However, one person described one of her pieces as 
“hideous.”   Another item got the comment that she was 
“definitely going to give this one away.”  

That begs the question, “Why do we do this?”   
Probably because most of us are pretty happy with our 
work.  “ I loved this fabric/pattern/idea/color combination 
when I started this, and I still like it a lot.”  

So, is it ever OK to quit?  When is it time to give 
up on a project?  I suspect different people will have 
different answers to these questions, as is often the case.  
I’ve always maintained a certain amount of guilt when 
contemplating not finishing something I bought the 
fabric for and put time into.  But if one can “ throw good 
money after bad”  couldn’ t one do that with fabric or 
time, as well?  I’m sure that’s so.  I’ ve heard that it’ s OK 
to pass fabric on to someone who will appreciate it if it 
no longer inspires me.  That would work for a project 
just as well as a piece of cloth, I think. 

On the other hand, who would finish all the 
passed on projects if everyone got rid of works in 
progress that they’d lost interest in?  It’ s so easy to get 
distracted by a new and wonderful idea or class and 
become less than enthused about the items already 
started in the sewing room, but only so many projects 
will be picked up from the Treasure Table. 

Another story that caught my attention started 
out, “ I hated this project from the beginning.”   The 
speaker made herself finish it because she had put it on 
her UFO list.  Her parting comment was, “ It has kind of 
grown on me.  I’m going to keep it around for awhile.”   
And sometimes that’s the way it is.  You don’ t know 
how you’ re going to like something until you finish it. 

So why do we do this?  One reason I do is to 
learn, and I’ve found that the farther I go with a project, 
the more I learn.  I also want to grow and explore my 
creative side.  Not to mention I get a really big load of 
endorphins when I finally finish something!
