last year. It was a good year! The guild is strong in peo-
ple power, creativity, and finances, giving us a good foundation
for the years ahead.

! s I hand over the presidency to Julie Curry, I thought it

Our membership has held steady over the past several years,
with around 200 members. Twenty new members joined this
past year — welcome to you! We were saddened by the loss of
two of our long-standing members, Elizabeth Guilmette and
Nancy Walker.

The guild’s activities spread in many different directions.
Stimulating speakers such as Marjan Kluepfel, Judy Sisneros,
Jill Schumacher, and Cindy Needham came to inspire us and
teach us in workshops. The creativity of our members contin-
ues to astonish me — every “show and tell” brings some “wow!”
moments. Several members had their work shown at PIQF,
and many others were featured at the San Mateo County Fair,
where Julie Curry and her team put together a wonderful dis-
play. Our bees continue to buzz — and from them came sever-
al offers to help when special requests were made to the guild,
such as contributing quilts for charitable fundraisers. We wel-
comed Joe Woodside to one meeting; Joe donated large quan-
tities of fabric from his late wife’s stash, and PQ members made
quilts for some of his family members.

Our service projects flourished. We love making the little
quilts for the neo-natal unit at Lucile Packard Children’s Hospi-
tal, and the nurses there love receiving them. In the past year
we have given them over 400 quilts and over 100 bumpers,

plus innumerable knitted caps. We enjoy our tie-ins, too, and
the Shelter Network has received approximately 77 quilts, 60
dolls and stuffed animals, in addition to bumper guards, caps,
toiletries, tote bags, books, and other goodies. Members also
made tactile quilts for blind babies, and memorial quilts for
the families of servicemen killed in combat.

This was the year for our biennial retreat, at Mercy Center.
We had open studio sewing, with no teacher, and the event was
so popular that we are planning another (with no frills but lots
of open studio) in the “off year”

Fundraising was remarkably successful this year, and our
income was more than $3000 greater than expected. Our
auction brought in more than we had budgeted, and stretched
into two additional silent auctions because so many excellent
items were donated. We received from the families of Elizabeth
Guilmette and Nancy Walker large donations of fabric and
other materials, and much of these donations were sold at our
“Guild Diet” flea market, where we sold books by the inch and
fabric by the pound. This event brought in another $3000. We
took our elegant opportunity quilt to PIQF where ticket sales
were brisk, and our fundraisers took it to many other locations
before we drew the lucky number in June. Meanwhile, anoth-
er gorgeous quilt was designed by Elizabeth Allocco and made
by many willing hands. Midnight Garden debuted at the San
Mateo County Fair.

The Guild’s finances are in good shape, despite the global
meltdown. We noticed that our interest income diminished
considerably from what we had anticipated, but this was off-
set by our successful fundraising. We spent less on speakers
and workshops than we budgeted, because we held the auc-
tion and the flea market as well as the usual three non-speaker
monthly meetings. Nevertheless, we drew a small amount from
our reserves in order to balance our budget, as we have done
for several of the past years. We realize that we cannot draw
down our reserves indefinitely, and we must be careful how
we use them.

A Plea for Assistance from San
Jose Museum of Quilts & Textiles

am writing to you on the recommendation of the (San Jose
Museum of Quilts & Textiles) board president, Connie Tiegel.

Last week I received word that the third foundation to which
I'd applied for support of the upcoming crazy quilt exhibition
has declined to support this show. We knew that historical quilt
shows would be hard to financially support—but I honestly
didn’t know it would be THIS hard.

So with just over a month before the exhibit will open, ’'m
switching gears to ask the leadership of guilds (where Connie
Tiegel and Nancy Bavor made presentations about the crazy
quilts) whether the guild and/or specific individuals in the guild
might be able to step up with financial support. (Mind you,
I’'m also going to specific quilt industry reps who promote
embroidery specifically for contemporary crazy quilters.)

My goal is to raise $10,000 in the next month — so that’s
either ten $1,000 donations or twenty $500 donations or some
combination thereof.

The Peninsula Quilters have been incredibly generous in their
support of this museum over the past ten years, investing sig-
nificantly in both programs and the Museum’s capital project.
Might Peninsula Quilter be able to contribute $1,000 in sup-
port of Still Crazy? And do you know of any individuals in the
guild who are passionate about crazy quilts and/or historical
quilts who might have the ability and interest in support this
upcoming show?

An exciting note — Rosemary was able to see her framed
Cowboy quilt that is one of only six on the wall in the Unit.
